RS6 Review - Sweden

These speakers sound damned good! We have never heard anything better in the price range – ever. The RS6’s deliver as much heart as brain, and there are very few speakers that can handle this balancing act, even in higher price ranges.

All of us that listened to the RS6’s where totally united; this was without doubt the test’s best speakers. They offer you a hyper open and airy sound that is unveiled, and down to fibre-level detail exposed. On top of this, the dynamics are astonishingly good. Small, tiny transient sounds protrude from a compact background silence that makes the sound feel very distinctive.

The bass is of the mighty type, but it is not the brusque, imposing bass we are talking about. No. It is fully articulated, tight, fast and controlled. We could not wish for a better bass performance in this price range or higher.

The midrange gives fantastic life to voices and instruments. Male, as well as female voices give a focus and nuance richness that makes them vivid and full. If you survey the horn instruments they have a sting, body and air in the top range that makes them feel really alive. The impact of piano keys is lively and with excellent treble, the RS6’s deliver a high-end resolution that doesn’t leave much more to ask for.

The best of all is that one forgets to sit and listen to such detail that I have cited above. Here we have a total musical experience delivered. Irrespective of what music that lays in the CD, the RS6’s handle everything with a tight and fast reproduction you won’t get tired of. They take total grip of the music and have full control the whole time.

It would be utterly stupid not to listen to these speakers if you happened to have £600 In your pocket. A rock solid speaker bargain for both hi-fi & music.
